Reflection:

Carl Sandburg’s Chicago Poems contain a poem called “The Muckers”. Set in the depression years, it
describes a crew of workmen digging a ditch for a pipeline. The job is dirty and dangerous. Some
workers are knee deep in mud.

And above the ditch stands a group of unemployed men watching the men below digging. Half of the
watchers say to themselves, “What a tough job to have”. The other half say, “l wish | had that job”.

Carl’s point is that it is painful to work, but it also painful to be without work. Today’s gospel makes a
similar point about discipleship. It is sometimes painful to be a disciple of Christ in today’s world, but it is
also painful not to be one. Let us thank God and say: Lord, help me realize that the cost of being a
disciple is big, but the cost of not being one is bigger still.

A thought for the day:
How grateful are we for our discipleship? And how generously do we live it out today?
